Reminiscing with city retiree
Willie Joe Skipper

This month the City of
Marion has chosen to rec-
ognize a retiree that was
often described by former
Mayor T. Carroll Atkinson,
Jr. as a man who went “the
second mile” at times to get
work completed in the
Street Department, Mr.
Willie Joe Skipper.

Willie Joe Skipper came
to work for the City of Mar-
ion in May 1972. In addi-
tion to being a qualified
heavy equipment operator,
he also assumed many
other duties in the Street
Department. Willie Joe was
always willing to do under-
take any assigned job,
whether it was marking streets or collecting garbage, spraying for mosquitoes or
cleaning storm drains, operating a bull dozier or supervising a group of employees
on a project.

Many of his duties involved long, hard hours and often resulted in him being
called out at night to take care of such things as cleaning up streets after a storm
or some other emergency that required immediate attention.

Willie Joe Skipper was named Employee of the Year in 1980, promoted to Street
Department Superintendent in 1990 and retired from employment with the City in
December 1998.
